After a comprehensive discussion, the Board concluded that there is no rationale and
reason for increasing the rebate from 10% to 15% as the properties for auction are ready
for the built-in developed sector. The Board also noted that non-financial incentive has
already been added to the brochure by giving the following building construction time
lines of the project:
